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Chinese Language Proficiency Grading and Course Guidelines for Foreign Students and Overseas

Chinese Students at Central Taiwan University of Science and Technology
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To provide guidelines and direction for foreign and overseas Chinese students learning Chinese, and to
offer appropriate materials and teaching methods based on individual differences to enhance the Chinese
proficiency of the students at our university. These guidelines are henceforth referred to as " Foreign and
Overseas Chinese Student Chinese Language Proficiency Leveling and Course Implementation Guidelines
of Central Taiwan University of Science and Technology."
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Applicable to registered foreign and overseas Chinese students at our university.

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Overseas Chinese and foreign students who hold a "Test of Chinese as a Foreign Language (TOCFL)"
listening and reading certificate will be leveled according to the certificate level. If there is no certificate,

the university's Language Teaching Center will administer a Chinese proficiency test for leveling purposes.
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Chinese language courses are divided into three levels: Introductory, Basic, and Advanced. The Chinese
Language Center is responsible for offering these courses.
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Introductory Level (0 credits): To assist students passing the TOCFL Introductory Level Al. Students

complete all course indicators through asynchronous online courses on the Tronclass learning network.

Basic Level (4 credits): To assist students passing the TOCFL Basic Level A2. Students need to take

Basic Chinese (I) and Basic Chinese (II) as electives.
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Advanced Level (4 credits): To assist students passing the TOCFL Advanced Level B1. Students need to
take Advanced Chinese (I) and Advanced Chinese (II) as electives.
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Overseas Chinese and foreign students can use their TOCFL listening and reading certificates for

course waiver purposes. A TOCFL result of A2 allows for waiving the Basic Chinese course. A result

of B1 or higher allows for waiving both the Basic and Advanced Chinese courses.
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After taking the course, students need to take and pass the Chinese language proficiency test TOCFL of the

corresponding level; those who fail must retake the Chinese language course of the corresponding level,

and the credits of the same course name will not be counted repeatedly.
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These guidelines, after being reviewed and approved by the Admissions and International Cooperation
Office Meeting, shall be submitted to the Academic Affairs Meeting for approval, and implemented after

being approved by the President. The same procedure applies to any revisions.
